Our proposal is based on the necessity of creating not only an outstanding and
attractive object, but also a pleasant space to what people can relate. Therefore,
it is a garden pavilion which is, at the same time, a strange and mysterious
object in the landscape and an empty and collective space for people to use in
multiple ways. This pavilion is a closed cube wrapped in fog and vegetation,
subtly ripped in one corner to allow people’s entrance. As an oasis, this pavilion
provides comfort, refugee and encounter and explores the limit s between
interior and exterior. The pavilion consists of multiple layers of materials and
functions that provide the desired environment. The first layer is the structural
grid that shapes the pavilion. Wrapping that grid is a permeable and translucent
skin. The ethereal and magic environment is given by a pressurized fog system in
the interior of the pavilion and anisle of vegetation surrounding it. This
ambiance encourages people’s permanence in the space and allows people to
be in groups or have a more private and intimate experience.
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
